3 to 10 will take tests called
Measures of Academic Progress® (MAP®). The MAP is a
computer-based test. We give students MAP tests to deter-
mine your child’s instructional level and to measure aca-
demic growth throughout the school year, and from year to
year in the areas of Math, Reading and Language Usage.
MARP tests are used worldwide in many International
schools. They are unique in that they adapt to be appropri-
ate for the student’s level of learning. As a result, each stu-
dent has the same opportunity to succeed and maintain a
positive attitude toward the testing experience. With MAP
tests, we can administer relatively short tests and use less
class time while still receiving detailed, accurate informa-
tion about your child’s growth. The main purpose of the
MARP tests is to promote the students’ learning.

Before we begin the full implementation of MAP in April,
we will make sure that students, parents and teachers have
all the information needed about the tests. We are truly
excited to begin a new era that focuses on every child’s
individual growth and achievement.

We are sure that MAP testing will have a profound positive
effect on our students’ learning.

Dear Teachers, Parents, Students, and Community
Members,

I've been exploring in the E-news the important questions:
why, what, and how do we teach our students? Last time

| described the challenge of “moving” and “touching” a
lesson so that we make it accessible to our kinesthetic
learners. While at first the idea of touching and moving a
concept may seem hard to imagine, there are numerous
ways we can incorporate this into our lessons so that they
become truly “multisensory”, which is now universally
agreed to be a best practice in education. The main thing
to begin with is to actually allow yourself, as a teacher, to
really entertain the idea. To take it seriously. Once we do
that, we will begin to just try things out in (and outside
of) our classrooms, to experiment with bringing move-
ment and touch into our lessons. Teachers are amazingly
creative, and once they begin to explore incorporating
some movement into each lesson, they might be amazed
at what they will discover. But nothing will happen if they
don't try things out.

Recently | was observing an Elementary School class
which was being taught in an extremely effective way. We
really do have awesome teachers at KAS! But there was
one student | noticed who was not engaging in the lesson,
which involved small groups of students moving from one
learning center to another. | could tell that this student
had a ton of energy, and that containing all that energy
into the controlled and small-motor activity the class was
doing was driving him a little crazy. A true kinesthetic
learner! After getting permission from the teacher, | took
this student outside the classroom door to our ES play-
ground, and pointed out an obstacle course | wanted him
to run involving the play structure, which included a final
stretch running at full speed over to the Music room and
then across the stage that had been put up for the per-
formance of the Nightingale and back to me. | told him

| was going to time him, looked at my watch, and said
“Go!” He took off like the wind, and expertly and swiftly
ran through the obstacle course, streaked across the quad
to the Music room wall, and then across the stage. When
he arrived back to me | shared with him that he had
broken a world record. He was winded and very happy.
He rejoined his learning group in his classroom, and, his
abundant boy energy satisfied, he was able to engage

in the focused learning taking place there. This example
shows that sometimes the movement we allow our stu-
dents to engage in doesn’t have to be directly reflective of
the concepts we are teaching them. It just needs to honor
children’s and young adult’s urgent need to move.
